Connecting a WME-A light to a Microtec Light Control Module Mk II:

Route wires from the light fitting to the Light Control Module. A separate pair of wires will also 
be needed for the feed to an external buzzer.
Strip each wire to expose the copper and crimp ferrules onto the bare ends. Trim excess 
copper from the ferrule ends before terminating in accordance with the following table.

Unused wires from the light fitting must be insulated to prevent accidental connection 
to each other or external conductive objects.
